Lindsay, like many young people today, has not found a job upon graduating college. Due to a death in the family, and a less than stellar babysitting job, Lindsay has been diagnosed with depression.  But, a summer fling has given her new motivation to seek help for herself and her future.
	Like so many twenty-something’s, this book is filled with the questions they often ponder when entering into adulthood and development after college.  Filled with passion, flirtation, soul searching, and fusion, the four characters lives will be turned upside down leading to a realization about life and love.
